Jonah 1:4-17 (ESV)

4But the LORD hurled a great wind upon the sea, 
and there was a mighty tempest on the sea, so that 
the ship threatened to break up. 5Then the mariners 
were afraid, and each cried out to his god. And they 
hurled the cargo that was in the ship into the sea to 
lighten it for them. But Jonah had gone down into the 
inner part of the ship and had lain down and was fast 
asleep. 6So the captain came and said to him, “What 
do you mean, you sleeper? Arise, call out to your god! 
Perhaps the god will give a thought to us, that we 
may not perish.”

7And they said to one another, “Come, let us cast 
lots, that we may know on whose account this evil 
has come upon us.” So they cast lots, and the lot fell 
on Jonah. 8Then they said to him, “Tell us on whose 
account this evil has come upon us. What is your 
occupation? And where do you come from? What is 
your country? And of what people are you?” 9And he 
said to them, “I am a Hebrew, and I fear the LORD, the 
God of heaven, who made the sea and the dry land.” 
10Then the men were exceedingly afraid and said to 
him, “What is this that you have done!” For the men 
knew that he was fl eeing from the presence of the 
LORD, because he had told them.

11Then they said to him, “What shall we do to you, 
that the sea may quiet down for us?” For the sea 
grew more and more tempestuous. 12He said to 
them, “Pick me up and hurl me into the sea; then the 
sea will quiet down for you, for I know it is because 
of me that this great tempest has come upon you.” 
13Nevertheless, the men rowed hard to get back to dry 
land, but they could not, for the sea grew more and 
more tempestuous against them. 14Therefore they 
called out to the LORD, “O LORD, let us not perish for 
this man’s life, and lay not on us innocent blood, for 
you, O LORD, have done as it pleased you.” 15So they 
picked up Jonah and hurled him into the sea, and the 
sea ceased from its raging. 16Then the men feared the 
LORD exceedingly, and they off ered a sacrifi ce to the 
LORD and made vows.

17And the LORD appointed a great fi sh to swallow up 
Jonah. And Jonah was in the belly of the fi sh three 
days and three nights.

Sermon Notes

Introduction

“Benighted heathens as they are, they resort to 
S.O.S. prayers. They are doomed to obtain no help 
from that expedient, because the cosmopolitan 
crew worship various gods of their own and not 
Yahweh… but the situation is too serious for false 
religion to solve. Yet it is to their credit that even 
they can see that this is no ordinary storm, but 
betrays a divine reaction to some grave sin.”

—Leslie C. Allen, The New International 
Commentary on the Old Testament – Jonah

The author juxtaposes three main characters: 
God, His chosen prophet, and pagan sailors. 
Through them, three extraordinary events 
take place all at the same time yet our God is 
glorious through it all. Our Sovereign God is 
glorifi ed despite the blatant disobedience of His 
chosen prophet resulting in the unleashing of 
His unreserved wrath upon the sea and further 
resulting in the egregious worshiping of Him by 
the lips of pagan sailors. This is not just Jonah’s 
story. This is our story and the Grand Epic Story 
of God’s Saving Grace.

Study Questions

1. Who are the characters in this section of the 
story? Explain their roles and responses. Who is 
in control?

How is God’s sovereignty displayed in this 
passage? (vv. 4, 7, 11, 13-15, 17)

Share about an incident where you mistakenly 
thought you were in control only to fi nd that 
you were not.

2. Starting from the beginning of this chapter, 
explain what a perfect scenario would have 
been.

Given what you know so far, was God just in 
sending the storm? Why or why not?

How do you respond to the storms in your life? 
(v. 5)

How is your prayer life? Constant link with God 
or S.O.S. prayers?

3. What are the questions posed by the sailors? 
(v. 8)

How does Jonah answer them? (v. 9)

Do you fi nd anything peculiar about his answer?

4. What is going on in verse 12?

Describe the transformation that took place in the 
sailors. (vv. 5, 7, 13, 14, 16)

Point out all the places in the passage where God’s 
saving grace is displayed.

5. Where have you seen verse 17 referenced? What is 
its signifi cance?
